Constitutional Consciousness as a Remedy for the Crisis of Discourse and Democracy Deficit
in the European Union

The aim of the project is to carry out the scientific research to evaluate whether the increasing
citizens’ constitutional consciousness — as the main basis of constitutional patriotism — may create
alternative for creating a European identity.

The task determined requires answering the following questions: 1) whether the
constitutional consciousness covers solely positivistic constitutional principles or may it also
cover dynamic legal interpretation that serves the social integration of certain values;
2) is it practically possible to strengthen the citizens’ sense of empowerment by increasing their
participation in democratic institutions and by undertaking activities in order to base the
constitutional consciousness not only on written rules and principles, but also on values
that may be considered universal; 3) whether the constitutional patriotism may be transferred from a
national to the European (Union) level.

The above- mentioned questions lead to hypothesis that the Constitution is a kind of social agreement
and the legal order arising from such an agreement is an expression of a common European cultural
tradition.

The results shall influence the development of legal science by linking the concept of patriotism
directly with certain institutions of constitutional and European law. There is also a practical
value — examination of crisis and democracy deficit on the national level concerning
individual perspective. The research findings will be published in a collective monograph (in
Polish and in English) — the partial findings also as separate papers in Polish and in foreign
academic journals. They will be also presented at an academic conference.
